This past weekend, Grovetown held its first ever rodeo at Liberty Park. This event was a
monumental success, and we would like to thank all of our City employees who worked tirelessly
to put this event together. We would also like to thank the public, of which over 8,700 attended
over the course of two nights.

PUBLIC SERVICE ANNOUNCEMENT TO RESIDENTS:

The CDC has recently revised its guidelines for COVID-19, helping communities determine steps
to take based on the most current data by introducing COVID-19 Community Levels (Low,
Medium, and High). Currently, Grovetown is at a LOW level. This means that the CDC
recommends staying up to date with COVID-19 vaccines and getting tested if you have
symptoms. You may choose to mask at any time; mask recommendations may change if cases and
hospitalizations in the area begin to rise. The pandemic has impacted City operations at all
levels, including some of our third-party providers. Various departments may at times operate
with smaller crews due to COVID-19. Employees are required to quarantine according to CDC
guidelines after contracting or being exposed to the virus.
